Classroom guidance lessons have focused on the important topic of Bullying
- what it is, what it isn't, and what to do should it happen.  Your child was
given a KES Child Friendly Anti-Bullying Procedure pamphlet, which
outlines definitions and strategies. Please take a moment to review this
together.  The information provided in this pamphlet reflects the KES Policy
on the Prevention of Bullying of Students and is derived from both federal
and state Departments of Ed laws and mandates.  Briefly, 3 components
make up an act of Bullying:  1. harmful acts or behaviors 2. repeated over
time 3. intended to cause harm.   All three components must be present
simultaneously to be considered an act of bullying.

Rotary Club Seeks  Host Families for Exchange Students
The Killington Pico Rotary Club is seeking  local  families who may be
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interested in hosting a foreign  exchange student  for a portion of the 2014-
2015 school year.  The students are high school students  from all over the
world and speak at least rudimentary English.  The students spend  2-3
months with a host family, and then progressively move in with other
families.  In this manner they can experience life  with 3-4 families and
promote a cultural exchange with more individuals.  Although the student
changes host families throughout the year, he / she  will attend the same
high school.  Therefore a student could live with a Killington family for a few
months, and then move to spend a few months with families from
Woodstock, Bridgewater or another nearby town while attending Woodstock
Union High School.  

The annual exchange of approximately 20 students in Vermont and New
Hampshire  is organized by Rotary District 7870 and ESSEX (Eastern
States Student Exchange).   A designated Youth Exchange Officer 
provides regular  communication and support with the student and host
families. The district provides monthly  outings including trips to Boston,
NYC and other destinations for  the students. The students also receive a
monthly stipend for incidental expenses. 
 
Hosting a foreign exchange student is an opportunity for you and your 
family to meet and interact with a bright young adult from another culture.
